Part I – Survey

1. Decide on an unbiased question for your survey. The answer to you question needs to be a number. Show your question to your teacher. Don’t ask a difficult question that would take a lot of time to figure out. You want an answer on the spot.  (Example:  “How many hours of sleep do you typically get each night?” )
2. Write neatly or type the question on the top of a piece of paper. 
3. Ask your question to at least 25 people and record the results on your paper. 

Part II - Presentation of your results
Your presentation should include all of the items described below. Each item should be on a separate piece of paper or in a different spot on your poster. Follow the directions carefully. Neatness counts!
 
You have a choice of putting your information on a poster board OR on 8.5” by 11” paper stapled together.
 
1. Type (or print neatly) the question you chose to ask at least 25 people on the top of the poster board, or on your cover page.   Put your name on the bottom right of the poster or cover page.  (5 points)

2. List all the responses to your question on a separate piece of paper or separate place on the poster.  You may use the original paper. (5 points)
3. Find the mean, median, and range of your data.  Display results. (10 points)
4. Make a dot plot using your data. (10 points)
5. Make a histogram of your data. (10 points)
6. Make a box plot of your data. Write the 5-data summary under this plot.   (10 points)
7. Describe how you gathered your data and what type of people you asked. (Did you only ask children? Did you just ask females? ) Do you think your answers would be different if you asked a different group of people?  (10 points)
8. What are the benefits of each representation you made (dot plot, histogram, and box plot)?  What information can you gather from each representation that would be helpful in describing what you found out about your question? (20 points)

9. What are some overall patterns that you notice in your data?  Were there any surprises?  What conclusions can you make?  Explain.  (15 points)
10. Make sure your project is neatly presented and that you do it yourself.   Make sure all graphs are labeled correctly with titles and the axes are labeled and numbered appropriately.  (5 points)
